Finance Report 
Our financial position 
continues to slowly im-
prove thanks to the partici-
pation of our members and 
their guests at Post func-

tions.  Thanks to Bingo players and 
workers, we received a $5,000 check 
at the March General Membership 
Meeting, which was used to make a 
payment on our outstanding loan and 
to purchase a short-term certificate of 
deposit. For the first time in several 
months, our certificates of deposits 
total more than our loan balance.  
Along with reduction of the loan total, 
the monthly interest payment is re-
duced, helping us to build our reserve 
fund and invest in short-term certifi-
cates of deposit. 
Our club manager, Doug Cave, has 
replaced the stuffed toy machine with 
an electronic bowling machine and 
our first commission from the new 
machine was nearly $32 over a two 
week period as compared to about 
$20 per month from the stuffed toy 
machine. We have just received our 
first $39 as commission from Legends 
Car wash.  All we have to do to earn 
this commission is to hand out cards 
to friends of the Post, basically volun-
teer labor is our only investment. Our 

transition from manual computerized 
accounting is progressing well.  Our 
previous manual records have been 
entered into the computerized system 
and we are accumulating enough data 
about daily revenues and expenses to 
begin thinking about developing a 
budget process.  We can also now 
better track how often various LZ 639 
supplies are purchased and can keep 
inventory expenses down, while still 
maintaining an adequate supply of 
product. Our pancake breakfasts have 
continued each Saturday morning dur-
ing March and bring in additional 
revenue on those mornings.  These 
breakfasts are prepared by volunteers 
just as are our weekday lunches.  In 
April, the breakfasts will be one Sat-
urday a month, so check the calendar, 
come eat if you are hungry on that 
day or help serve if you don’t eat 
early, or eat at your favorite time and 
help serve the rest of the morning.

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President's 2010 Budget The 2010 
budget request is a significant step to-
ward realizing a vision shared by the 
President and Secretary of Veterans 
Affairs Eric K. Shinseki to transform 
VA into an organization that is people-
centric, results-driven and forward-
looking. If accepted by Congress, the 
President’s budget proposal would in-
crease VA’s budget from $98 billion 
this fiscal year to $113 billion for the 
fiscal year beginning Oct. 1, 
2009.  This is in addition to the $1.4 
billion provided for VA projects in the 
American Recovery and Reinvestment 
Act of 2009. The 2010 budget repre-
sents the first step toward increasing 
funding for VA efforts by $25 billion 
over baseline during the next five 
years.  The gradual expansion in health 
care enrollment that this would support 
will open hospital and clinic doors to 
more than 500,000 Veterans by 2013 
who have been regrettably excluded 
from VA medical care benefits since 
2003.  The 2010 budget request pro-
vides the resources to achieve this level 
of service while maintaining high qual-
ity and timely care for lower-income 
and service-disabled Veterans who 
currently rely on VA medical care. The 
new budget provides greater benefits 
for Veterans who are medically retired 
from active duty, allowing for the first 
time disabled military retirees to keep 
their full VA disability compensation 
along with their retired pay.  The Presi-
dent’s budget request also provides the 
resources for effective implementation 
of the post-9/11 GI Bill -- providing 
unprecedented levels of educational 
support to the men and women who 
have served our country through active 
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military duty.
