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Finance Report 
Our financial position 
continues to slowly im-
prove, a lot like those of 
us that are nearing retire-
ment age when we get 
sick or injured. The 2008 
year was wrapped up at 

the end of January as W-2 forms were 
mailed out to our employees and the 
books were closed.  As deposits are 
made and checks written twice a 
week, I notice that the total for the 
deposits have been slightly larger than 
the total for checks written.  In the 
past couple of weeks, we have aver-
aged $479 per day revenue at LZ 639, 
with our lowest day being $283 and 
our highest being $836.  Of the 16 
days for which deposits were made 5 
of them were over $500. Specific ac-
tivities that created increased revenue 
were increased participation in daily 
lunches (especially Thursday), a large 
wedding reception, Daytona 500 party 
and especially the Valentine dance.  
As we have more members and guests 
participating, our financial position 
improves. I occasionally hear that we 
are gaining transfer members from 
other posts and that plans are under-
way for additional fund raising activi-
ties.  Like the Springfield sales tax 
brings in a lot of money from out of 
town visitors, guests bring in more 
revenue for us. Come on out and be a 
part of the various activities planned 
for the next few weeks and bring your 
friends.
